Collect for Dollars

Watch the School’s Wednesday Notes, the Parish Bulletin, and the 
school marquee for the nights to patronize these local restaurants, 
who will donate a portion of their proceeds to St. Anthony:

Fill out the order form for 
food you would like to 
purchase. Your order is then 
delivered to School and 
you can pick it up between 
4:00–5:30 on a specified 
Monday. The School gets 
a percentage of all sales.

SCRIPS
Fill out an order form 
for gift cards that you 
would like to purchase. 
Then send your form and 
whatever money you owe 
to School and in about 
a week you will receive 
those gift cards. Each 
proprietor gives the school 
a certain percentage of 
what was purchased. 
Scrip orders are placed 
about once a month.
